The Arapahoe Rescue Patrol was founded in 1957; and continues to provide the greater Metro 
area and the State of Colorado with free Search and Rescue services.  From inception, the 
operations level of the team consists of high-school students from across the metro area.  These 
members donated over 31,000 hours in 2006 to their community.
